I am writing to request your help regarding the silt runoff illegally discharging from the Woodland Estates by Fenix, LLC site onto Edison’s Edith Stevens Preserve on July 24, 2008.  This discharge is suffocating Edith Stevens Preserve, protected by the state in 1982, as Fenix’s silt runoff is choking the Preserve’s vegetation and killing its wildlife.  In an area of the state that has very little protected natural habitat remaining, Edith Stevens Preserve is exceptionally unique and valuable to all New Jerseyans and is listed under the State Green Acres program.  We must not allow a politically connected developer to destroy it, particularly as this isn’t the first time Fenix’s runoff had harmed this natural jewel.  

In the absence of strong action by the Township of Edison, it is urgent that you oversee a coordinated State effort utilizing its enforcement authority to the fullest extent possible, including the issuance of orders, fines and penalties against this destructive developer. 
I ask that you force the Township of Edison and the New Jersey Department of Environmental Protection take immediate action against Woodland Estates by Fenix, LLC to stop the ongoing discharge, prevent it from occurring again, and fully address the serious ecological damage to the endangered Edith Stevens Preserve.
